Minnesota’s Health Care Programs (MA, MNCare, PMAP) require outcome measures for certain populations and settings (SDQ and CASII for children and adolescents in all mental health settings; PHQ-9 in physician clinics with depressed adults). While some of the specifics are under development, such measures have the potential to affect the practice of psychologists in areas such as payment differentials and provider tiering (grouping by efficiency of practice). 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Given the importance of this issue, and psychologists’ training in testing and measurement, the Minnesota Psychological Association believes it is important for MPA members to be part of the conversation regarding the use of such measures. It has formed a time-limited taskforce to address the practice of outcome measurement in behavioral health service provision. The taskforce intends to provide state regulatory and legislative entities with a report containing information on sound criteria for the choice of measurement tools. 

MPA is seeking individuals with experience and/or interest in outcome measurement, test construction, quality improvement, and related topics to serve on the taskforce. As noted, this is a time-limited taskforce that will finish its work by December 2011. Participation in meetings can occur through conference calls.
